develop skills and abilities to achieve those goals as per our Student Support Framework.

e Support student artists to recognise their development and celebrate their successes,
recording these milestones on Student Records and where relevant support the development
of student artist case studies.

e Conduct annual student evaluations.

e Plan engaging, stimulating and meaningful activities that link to Rowan’s commercial ventures
to help build sustainability.

Health and Safety

e Undertake all relevant risk assessments, including equipment, activities and resources used.

o Keep the studio area clean and tidy, implementing and complying with the Charities health
and safety policies.

e In partnership with operational staff, ensure the pastoral needs of student artists are met and
student interaction is recorded in line with our policies and processes.
